A PRAYER FOR TRUE JOY THIS CHRISTMAS

“You make known to me the path of life; in your presence there is fullness
of joy; at your right hand are pleasures forevermore.” - Psalm 16:11, ESV

Christmas is a special time that believers and nonbelievers alike enjoy! We
take our children to look at lights and decorations. We gather around tables
with people we love. We buy thoughtful gifts to give to our friends and
family. We put forth a lot of effort to experience joy during this season.

David wrote in Psalm 16 that God’s presence is where he found the fullness
of joy.
